1. Doctoral Degree: Candidates must hold a Ph.D. in an area related to Artificial 

Intelligence, Robotics Perception and Control and/or Hardware Implementations by the 

application deadline. Researchers who have defended their thesis but have not yet received 

the formal degree are also eligible. 

2. Mobility Rule: Applicants must not have resided or conducted their main activities in 

Spain for more than 12 months within the last 3 years prior to the deadline.
